He had before complained to Congress 
that there was a deficiency in the chaplaincy of the army.  But it 
was not the form they relied on. It was not a religious awe, as a 
matter of mere policy, with which he sought to imbue the minds of 
soldiery religiously educated. He sought to link your cause, by a 
sincere devotion, to the immutable throne of justice; to find wisdom 
to guide his own action; to place the country in the RIGHT, so that 
he might bring upon her prosperity, as the natural result of justice 
to the injured. 
How full of interest is this scene! How instructive! How sublime! 
Let our children come up from their cradles through the remotest 
generations to contemplate this picture. Let parents open it to their 
admiring families. Let it be hung on the parlor walls, ornament the 
center tables, be pictures on the tapestry, be grouped with every 
cradle scene, recited in every nursery, that it may meet the early 
vision, and affect the heart of every child who may breathe the free 
air of this land of freedom —‘WASHINGTON IS AT PRAYER.’  
Well did he earn the title of ‘PATRIARCH’ — ‘THE FATHER OF 
HIS COUNTRY.’  As WE honor him, and teach our children to give 
him honor, may we also love and honor, and teach our children to 
acknowledge the God of our fathers, who alone giveth the victory.

John Bunyan is best known for his famous 
allegorical works, ‘Pilgrim’s Progress’ and ‘The 
Holy War’, his autobiographical ‘Grace 
Abounding to the Chief of Sinners’ and his alle-
gorical novel ‘The Life and Death of Mr. Bad-

man’.  
 
While his writings are justly famous for their literary merit, their real 
importance lies in Bunyan’s portrayal of the sin of man, the grace of 
God and the nature of the Christian’s life. These themes were Bun-
yan’s great passion, and for them he was prepared to suffer the hard-
ship of imprisonment.  But his exposition of them was not confined 
to allegory, and in his many other works, like ‘Come and Welcome 
to Jesus Christ’ and ‘An Exposition of the First Ten Chapters of Gen-
esis’, we find Bunyan writing as the outstanding pastor-evangelist he 
was. 
 
Individual volumes of the best-known of Mr. Bunyan’s writings have 
long been available. These three quality volumes, first edited by 
George Offor (1853 and 1862) constitute the only available standard 
edition of his works. 
 
‘Perhaps, next to the first publishers of the gospel of the blessed God, 
the sayings of Christ in St. Matthew 11:25-26 and of Paul in I Corin-
thians 1:27-29 were never more strongly exemplified in any single 
individual (at least in this, or the last century) than in the conversion, 
ministry and writings of the eminent servant of Jesus Christ. Mr. 
John Bunyan, who through rich, free, sovereign, distinguishing 
grace, was chosen, called and afterwards formed, by the all-powerful 
operations of the Holy Ghost, to be a scribe ready instructed to the 
kingdom of God. 
 
Ministers never write or preach so well as when under the cross: the 
spirit of Christ and of glory then rests upon them. It was this, no 
doubt, that made the Puritans of the last century such burning and 
shining lights. When cast out by the black Bartholomew-act, and 
driven from their respective charges to preach in barns and fields, in 
the highways and hedges, they in a manner wrote and preached as 
men having authority.  
 
Although dead, by their writings they yet speak: a peculiar unction 
attends them to this very hour and for these thirty years past I have 
remarked, that the more true and vital religion hath revived either at 
home or abroad, the more the good old puritanical writings, or the 
authors of a life stamp who lived and died in communion of the 
church of England, have been called for. 
 
‘Their works still praise them in the gates; and without pretending to 
a spirit of prophecy, we may venture to affirm, that they will live and 
flourish, when more modern performances of a contrary cast, not 
withstanding their gaudy and tinseled toppings, will languish and die 
in the esteem of those, whose understandings are opened to discern 
what comes nearest to the scripture standard.’  
 
‘That these volumes (1, 2, 3) may be blest to beget, promote and in-
crease such divine fruits of real and undefiled religion in the hearts, 
lips and lives of readers...is the earnest prayer of’

LUTHER B. BRIDGERS was an American songwriter and 
minister. He was born on February14, 1884, in Margarettsville, 
N. C. He died on May 27th, 1948, in Gainesville, Georgia. 
     Luther Bridgers was a minister in the Methodist Episcopal 
Church, South. He attended Asbury Seminary in Middlesboro, 
Kentucky. Although he did not graduate, he was the pastor of 
congregations in Kentucky, N. C., and Georgia. He also served 
as an evangelist in the southern United States and abroad, includ-
ing missions in Belgium, Czechoslovakia, and Russia. 
     Bridgers experienced a heart breaking loss in his life. He was 
preaching a revival in Kentucky. He had left his wife and three 
small sons with her parents in Harrodsburg, Kentucky. At the 
conclusion of the revival on March 26th, 1911, he received a call 
that his wife, Sarah, and all three sons, ages five, three, and sev-
en months, had lost their lives in a fire.  
     The previous year, in 1910, He Keeps Me Singing, was 
penned. The words of the melody to the hymn are a compilation 
of two passages, “Fear not, I am with thee” (ISAIAH 41:10) 
and “Peace, be still” from the account of Jesus’ calming of the 
storm (ST. MATTHEW 8:23-27; ST. MARK 4:37-41; ST. 
LUKE 8:23-25).  
     While, indeed, hymns are sometimes forged in the fires of 
tragedy, this was not the case with this song. The hymn is a pop-
ular one. It appears in a variety of hymnals and song collections. 
Of the fourteen hymns Luther Bridgers wrote, this one got the 
most popularity. It is still found in hymn books today.

Corrupt Politics

JUDGES 9:4 
“And they gave him threescore and ten pieces of silver 
out of the house of Baal-berith, wherewith Abimelech  

hired vain and light persons, which followed him.” 
 

Politics has not changed much over the centuries. Politics are 
filled with corruption. Our verse records some political corruption 
which occurred some three thousand years ago that is like our 
politics today. The Bible is always up to date. From our verse we 
note the seed of corruption, the silver of corruption, and the serv-
ants of corruption. 
 
     Seed of corruption. This corruption began with a man by the 
name of Abimelech. He was a son of Gideon via a concubine in 
Shechem (Judges 8:31). Gideon had seventy other sons. The con-
cubine arrangement smelled to high heaven. It was a common 
thing in those days, but that did not take away from the immorality 
conduct. Immorality is forever corrupting politics. For proof, 
check today’s news media. 
 
     Silver of corruption. “They gave him threescore and ten pieces 
of silver out of the house of Baal-berith.”  Money is needed for a 
political campaign. Abimelech was wanting to be ruler over Israel. 
So his friends raised some money for him. Note that the money 
came from the heathen temple (Baal-bertih).  Corrupt politics and 
apostate religion go hand in hand. It was so then, and it is so to-
day. Apostate churches are no help in cleaning up politics!  Let 
fundamentalists push a conservative candidate and the legislature 
checks to see if they are violating some campaign law. But apos-
tate churches are in politics all the time, yet hardly a protest is 
heard.  
 
     Servants of corruption.  “Abimelech hired vain and light per-
sons, which followed him.”  Abimelech’s crowd is like those 
deadbeats, who if promised such things as “all the beer you can 
drink,” will meet a politician at some place on his campaign trail 
to give the politician a big crowd to make him look popular. Those 
who can be hired in politics by money or other means are a no-
good crowd whose great lack is always character. Good people are 
not attracted to pay but by principles. Abimelech, like many politi-
cians, had no principles.
